OC Brides 
Planning and Rentals Terms
1.  USE OF EQUIPMENT
Customer shall not (I) make any alterations, additions, modifications, or improvements to the equipment, (ii) use of any Equipment for any purpose or in any manner other than for the purpose and in the manner for which it was intended by the manufacturer, (iii) use of any Equipment or Services for any illegal purpose or in any illegal manner, or (iv) use of any Equipment when it is in bad repair or is unsafe.  Customer shall not, without expressed written consent of OC Brides, permit the Equipment to be used by any other party or at any other location, including, without limitation any subletting or loaning of the Equipment, other than those parties or locations furnished to OC Brides in writing at the time of rental.
2.  DELIVERY
Delivery to the address specified by Lessee (client).  Lessee grants OC Brides rights to enter the property at said address for the deliver and subsequent pick up of the equipment and or products at the specified time.  Equipment and Products are to only be released to OC Brides and it’s affiliates.  Lessee is fully responsible for the rental items while in possession. 
Except as provided herein, all charges in delivering and subsequent pick up of said products or equipment with respect to the delivery address are separately listed in the rental fee, additional delivery fee may apply in some areas.  In the event the equipment is not returned at the appointed time by the Lessee to OC Brides then additional pick up fees will be automatically imposed and due and payable immediately.               
3.  Maintenance
Lessee agrees to keep the products or equipment in the same condition as received.  No alteration in or attachments to products or equipment will be made without prior written approval of OC Brides.  If removal of any foreign substance (including dirt, grease, wine, food, and drink) from rental item is required, a cleaning fee  will automatically be imposed and due and payable immediately.   
Client shall take reasonable actions to avoid or minimize damages and loss to the Equipment, including (a) keeping drape away from liquids, tape, flame, sharp objects, wind, heat, and other hazardous materials and/or conditions that may cause damage or harm to the drape, (b) refraining from altering, modifying, changing, or relocating any Equipment that is set-up or installed on-site by any OC Brides installer, and (c) using standard industry practices for the storage and transportation of all Equipment.  Client is fully responsible and liable for any loss or damage to the Equipment in excess of all rental fees.  Client acknowledges and agrees that charges for damage and loss to Equipment  can far exceed the cost of the rental fees.  Valuation of the charges for the additional damage and loss gees can take up to (5) business days.  Payment for additional damage and loss fees incurred in connection with the rental of the Equipment and/or services will be due within (10) calendar days of the date of such charges are invoiced to the Client.
4.  Equipment Damage & Liability
Lessee agrees to pay full replacement cost of the rented products or equipment if items are not returned, lost, stolen, stained, or damaged in any way including weather damage and acts of god.  If any dents, or damage occur while in Lessee (client)’s possession, full replacement cost will be due and payable immediately.                                                                                                     
















All such risks, as between OC Brides and Lessee (client), are to be borne by Lessee (client). Without limiting the foregoing, except and to the extent that OC Brides selects and installs any portion of the Equipment, Cindy Lieber or OC Brides will have no responsibility or liability to Lessee (client), Venue, or any other person with respect to any of the following: 
(i)  any liability, loss or damage caused or alleged to be caused directly or indirectly by any Equipment, any inadequacy thereof, any deficiency or defect (latent or otherwise) therein, or any other circumstance in connection therewith
(ii)  the use, operation or performance of the Equipment or any risks relating thereto; or
(iii)  the delivery, operation, servicing, maintenance, repair, improvement or replacement of any Equipment.  In no event will Cindy Lieber or OC Brides be liable for any interruption of service, loss of business or anticipated profits or consequential damages.
(iv)  In no event will Cindy Lieber or OC Brides be held liable or responsible for damages to the venue or injuries to volunteers, employees, staff, athletes, attendees, or any other person caused by the equipment rented whether installed by OC Brides and it’s affiliates or any other person.
5.  Payment Terms/Fees/Retainers
The Lessee (client) agrees to pay 50% retainer at the time of booking any event rentals. The client agrees to pay additional full balance of the items being rented 7 days prior to event date if not already paid in full.  Client understands that all monies are non-refundable retainers.  If the entire balance is not timely paid within seven days prior to the scheduled delivery date  OC Brides shall have no liability or obligations to Client under these Terms and Conditions, the rental documents or otherwise.
6.  Lessee Cancellation/Rescheduling Policy
If for any reason Lessee cancels this agreement prior to or on the event date, the Lessor (OC Brides) will have the right to retain all amounts previously paid by Lessee pursuant to this agreement at the time of such termination, including any portion of the non-refundable deposit, as security for any losses, debts, costs, expenses, charges, or other liabilities arising from Lessee’s cancellation, failure to pay or other material breach, including the payment of  a Rescheduling Fee. 
If for any reason Lessee decides to reschedule a date, all paid amounts will be transferred to the new date.  A rebooking fee may apply dependent upon, but not limited to, the season, weekend vs. weekday date, and number of months out.  50% of the balance will be due at time of reschedule and remainder within 7 days of new event date. Lessee is strongly encouraged to contact OC Brides – Pipe and Drape OC as soon as possible to determine date availability.  If OC Brides – Pipe and Drape OC and lessee cannot agree on a new date, we will do our best to find a comparable replacement company, however all payments made to date are non-refundable. 
7.  Collection & Attorney Fees
In the event Client fails to pay any amounts due under any of the Rental Documents or these Terms & Conditions on the due date of such amounts, Client agrees to pay any collection costs incurred in connection with the collection of such amounts, including reasonable attorney and court fees.
8.  Responsibility
If Lessee (client)’s appointed volunteers or staff assist in the loading or unloading of Equipment or setup of rented equipment, Lessee (client) agrees to assume the risk of, and hold Cindy Lieber, OC Brides and/or its employees or affiliates harmless for any and all liabilities including, but not limited to, property damage or personal injuries, including damage and personal injuries attributable to the negligence of  any such person handling the equipment.
9.  Quality of Service
OC Brides agrees that every effort will be made to provide the highest quality of service in the prevailing conditions.
If scheduled Planner/installer is unable to attend events, or complete the contract due to 
illness, tragedy, “Acts of God” or “Force Majeure”, OC Brides will make commercially reasonable efforts to provide a replacement with capabilities and experience to finish the tasks.
10.  Indemnity
Lessee shall indemnify, reimburse, compensate, defend, and hold harmless Cindy Lieber and/or any OC Brides party, representative, agent, employee, or sub-
contractor from and against any and all losses, costs, expenses, debts, obligations, any liability to third parties including any use restrictions owed to any third party, claims, demands, suits, actions and proceedings (including damages, judgments, penalties, fines, costs of 
legal actions, 
attorney’s fees and appeals therefrom, and cost of attachment or similar bonds) suffered by such OC Brides party as a result of any actual or alleged act or omission by Lessee Parties and Guests in connection with the event.  The mere existence of any insurance policy applicable to a Loss shall in no way affect, change or diminish the obligations of Lessee under 
this section, provided proceeds actually received by the indemnified party under any insurance policy with respect to the claim giving rise to such indemnification (net of any costs of collection, deductible, reimbursement obligation or other costs incurred in connection with such insurance policy); provided, further, that the foregoing shall not obligate any OC Brides parties to seek recovery under any insurance policy.  The provisions of this section shall survive until the last date permitted by law for the bringing of any action or proceeding with respect to which indemnification may be claimed by the indemnified party.
11.  Force Majeure
I understand that no party shall be liable or responsible to the other party, nor be deemed to have defaulted under or breached this Agreement, for any failure or delay in fulfilling or performing any term of this Agreement (except for any obligations to make payments to the other party hereunder), when and to the extent such failure or delay is caused by or results from acts beyond the impacted party’s (“Impacted Party”) control, including, but not limited to, the following force majeur events (“Force Majeure Events”): (a) acts of God; (b) a natural disaster (fires, explosions, earthquakes, hurricane, flooding, storms, explosions, infestations), epidemic, or pandemic; (c) war, invasion, hostilities (whether war is declared or not), terrorist threats or acts, riot or other civil unrest; (d) government order or law; (e) actions, embargoes or blockades in effect on or after the date of this Agreement; (f) action by any governmental authority; (g) national or regional emergency; (h) strikes, labor stoppages or slowdowns or other industrial disturbances; and (i) shortage of adequate power or transportation facilities. The Impacted Party shall give Notice within 10 days of the Force Majeure Event to the other party, stating the period of time the occurrence is expected to continue. The Impacted Party shall use diligent efforts to end the failure or delay and ensure the effects of such Force Majeure Event are minimized. The Impacted Party shall resume the performance of its obligations as soon as reasonably practicable after the removal of the cause. In the event that the Impacted Party’s failure or delay remains uncured for a period of 120 days following Notice given by it, the other party may thereafter terminate this Agreement upon Notice. Company shall be entitled to keep the non-refundable retainer and all other payments made by Clients for services rendered by Company up to the point of proper Notice of a Force Majeure Event.
12.  Entire Agreement & Amdendments
These Terms &Conditions and the Rental Documents constitute the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersede all prior oral and written agreements between the parties pertaining to such matters.  No modification or amendment to these Terms & Conditions or any of the Rental Documents, shall be valid unless agreed to by the Parties in writing.  Each party acknowledges and agrees that except as expressly set forth in these Terms & Conditions, it is not relying upon any information, covenant, promise, representaton or warranty made by the other party, or any of its representatives, agents, or employees, in making its decision to execute and agree to these Terms & Conditions and Rental Documents.
13.  Severability
If any provision or provisions of these Terms & Conditions or any Rental Document should be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect, the validity, legality and enforceability of the remaining provisions contained herein shall not in any way be affected or impaired thereby, and these Terms & Conditions andy any Rental Documents shall thereupon be reformed, construed and enforced to the maximum extent permitted by applicable law.
